That’s why the Mission and Outreach Committee of your
church believes in volunteering with the Read Aloud
Delaware program, a non-profit corporation dedicated to
promoting reading in the First State.

The group’s primary focus is on developing these skills in
the early years of a child’s life, a time when a young mind is
most in need of nurturing. Indeed, numerous research
projects show that building a foundation of reading builds
speech, vocabulary, listening and comprehension.

If children don’t get those basic skills early in life, they are
more at risk for dropping out of school, which can spiral into
unemployment and poverty.

New Castle Presbyterian Church members volunteer to read
to children in day care, kindergarten and Head Start
programs.



In addition, Read Aloud Delaware volunteers help with
Read-In, Read-Out program, which enlists volunteers to
audiotape women inmates reading children's books, which
are then mailed home to their children so they can listen and

read along.
