For the first time, our youth fellowship will be participating 
in a Presbyterian youth event in the Wilmington area.  Ten 
churches are gathering on one Sunday – October 25 – to 
serve the needs of these valuable ministries: Andrew's 
Place/Women's Day Center, Clothing Bank of Delaware, 
Urban Promise, Habitat for Humanity, Friendship House, 
and various men's and women's shelters. 
 
The churches participating are: Red Clay, Calvary, First & 
Central, Elsmere, Trinity, Westminster, Concord, Hanover, 
Limestone, and New Castle!  
 
No one, not even the Extreme Makeover Home Edition 
team, can build a house in 3 hours. The goal is to engage 
youth in making a connection with a community ministry, to 
better understand the need and the response this ministry 
makes. Shampooing a carpet, or organizing a tool trailer, or 
planting bulbs or scrubbing kitchen cabinets may not seem 
like much of an accomplishment --- but it does make a 
connection. It does make the needs of the poor and the 
response of the faithful real. And it does get kids -- all of us -
- drawn out of ourselves, with our eyes, and our hearts, a bit 
more open.
