The Corner House at Calvary Presbyterian Church 

 
We are very excited that the Corner House at Calvary 
Presbyterian Church is up and running.  The money raised 
from Spirit of Christmas will be very useful in getting the 
residents furniture, bedding, etc.  On February 11, our 
committee will be sponsoring a Valentine brunch to 
introduce Bob Richardson, pastor of Calvary Presbyterian 
Church, and the committee from Calvary whose vision 
enabled Bill Perkins from Friendship House to establish the 
Corner House as a residence for older men.

New Castle is Founded. 

 
Fort Casimir, was built by the Dutch in 1651.There was 
ample high ground close to the river for a town, New 
Amstel, bounded both upstream and down by swamps which 
could act as moats, leaving only the land between them to be 
defended from attack by land. This enclosed land was ample 
for growing crops to support the residents. The tidal current 
of the river swept just offshore, providing deep water for 
ships, but leaving room at the shore for wharves and safe 
anchorage. This current and deep water also brought river 
traffic within the range of the guns of the fort.(A jetty built in 
mid-river in the 1930s by the Army Engineers changed the 
path of the river current, causing the port of New Castle to 
become filled with mud.) 
   On Trinity Sunday, May 1654, a new Swedish governor 
sailed up the South (Delaware) River with two hundred 
colonists, a force of soldiers, and a chaplain. They surprised 
and captured Dutch Fort Casimir. Dutch Gov. Peter 
Stuyvesant soon gathered a fleet of seven warships, and 
recruited seven hundred men, probably one third of all the 
able bodied males in New Netherlands. On the first Sunday 
in September, after sermon and worship, the vessels sailed to 
the South (Delaware) River. The Swedes surrendered 
without a fight. The Dutch offered honorable and generous 
terms. Most of the Swedes remained in their homes to add 
their gifts and graces of character to the building of the 
commonwealths that became Delaware, Pennsylvania, and 
New Jersey.
