This year’s Offering theme, “That very Spirit!” from 
Romans 8:16, highlights how the Spirit of God persistently 
reminds us that we are all children of God. Your gifts to the 
Pentecost Offering work actively to bring God’s blessings to 
our brothers and sisters in need.

Paul, Minnesota, for instance, provides vouchers for 
school shoes to inner-city children so they can start 
school with a new pair of shoes that they’ve selected 
themselves.

PYC Pre-Assembly Leader Development event in 
Birmingham, Alabama. High school-age participants 
(ages 14–19) took courses in theology, community 
building, leading and planning Bible studies, and 
Christian spiritual formation. Through your generous 
gifts to the Pentecost Offering YOU have given the 
church a new infusion of energy and vitality in these 125 
youth.
