Our Worship This Morning 
 

By 1776, New Castle Presbyterian Church had been 
Presbyterian for almost a century.  Although founded in 
1657 by the Dutch Reformed, by the 1680’s English had 
become the prevailing language, and the members of this 
congregation looked for Scottish or Scots-Irish preachers to 
supply them.  The first installed Presbyterian pastor of this 
congregation was John Wilson in 1698.  The present 
Meeting House was built by his direction with aid from “the 
father of American Presbyterianism” Francis Makemie in 
1707.  Wilson and Makemie were two of the founding 
members of the first presbytery in America. 
 
Our worship represents the style of Presbyterian Worship in 
America during the 1770’s and 1780’s.  By this period, 
Presbyterians had lost much of the liturgy still in place during 
the sixteenth century reforms of John Calvin and John Knox.  
Indeed, the Dutch Reformed of the latter years of the 
eighteenth century retained much more liturgical elements 
than the Presbyterians, who focused almost exclusively upon 
prayer and sermon.  Presbyterian worship was informed by a 
1644 Directory for Worship of the Westminster Assembly of 
Divines, which contained rubrics only, no set prayers or forms 
(this is still the custom in the Presbyterian Church).  A new 
American Directory was developed by 1788 and represented 
the lowest common denominator of liturgy.  Gone was the 



 

Lord’s Prayer, as well as any observance of Christmas, Good 
Friday, Easter, Ascension, or Pentecost.  “The reading of 
scripture in public worship was minimal; some even opposed 
it since people could read the Bible at home.  All that 
remained was a lengthy sermon, perhaps two hours in 
duration, and the long didactic prayers preceding it.” (Harold 

Daniels)  Not that even this was done well – by the 1780’s 
“persons who casually went in and out of services were 
criticized.  Those who did not sing were a matter of concern, 
as were those who stood up, turned around, slept, whispered, 
or laughed during worship.” (James Smylie) 
 
In the mid-eighteenth century, portions of the Presbyterian 
church in this country were seized by a revival known as the 
Great Awakening, led by such persons as George Whitefield, 
Jonathan Edwards and NCPC pastor Gilbert Tennent.  This 
movement was characterized by fervent, impassioned 
preaching and a personal relationship to God.  Those who 
espoused this movement were known as the “New Lights”.  
Those who rejected it in favor of more traditional, rational 
fare were known as the “Old Lights”.  Most likely, New 
Castle Presbyterian was a “New Light” congregation.  
Today’s sermon reflects portions of sermons preached by 
Jonathan Edwards and George Whitefield. 
 
During this period, Presbyterian churches were at the forefront of 
revolutionary fervor.  In fact, King George III characterized the 



 

war as the “Presbyterian Rebellion”.  One of the most revered 
Presbyterian ministers, John Witherspoon, was finally convinced 
of the rightness of this cause, and is the only ordained minister to 
have signed the Declaration of Independence.  The pastor of this 
church during the Revolution, Joseph Montgomery, preached an 
impassioned sermon for revolution at Christiana Bridge and New 
Castle on July 20, 1775, portions of which will be preached 
today.  Later, Rev. Montgomery left this church to join the 
militia. 
 
Psalm singing was still the general rule in Presbyterian churches, 
although New Light congregations were moving toward the 
acceptance of hymns.  Most church members owned both a 
psalm-book and a Bible for home worship, which they would 
have brought to the Meeting House.  The tradition of lining-out 
hymns by a presenter was still in vogue, as well as the newer 
style of singing out of psalm-books.  We shall do both today.  
Most Presbyterians would have known well selections from the 
Scottish Psalter (1635) but newer translations in meter were also 
accepted, created by such persons as Isaac Watts and Brady/Tate.  
Our tunes today are typical of the eighteenth century. 
 
The Lord’s Supper was rarely celebrated and was preceded by a 
sacramental season of preparation.  Worshippers came forward 
and gathered around the table as we do this morning.
