Our Worship This Morning 
 

By the 1880’s, New Castle Presbyterian Church was 
worshipping in the brownstone gothic sanctuary erected in 
1849 under the pastorate of John B. Spotswood, pastor of 
this congregation from 1842 to 1884. He was a native of 
Dinwiddie, VA and schooled in Petersburg, VA; Amherst 
College; Union Theological Seminary in VA; and Princeton 
Theological Seminary.  He came to this church after 
pastorates in Virginia and the Baltimore area.  Said William 
P. Patterson at his funeral service in 1885:  “His pulpit 
ministrations were always simple, evangelical, scriptural, 
tending to the edification of believers and the conversion of 
sinners” to the purpose “that Christ should be magnified in 
him, whether by life or by death.” 
 
Our worship represents the style of Presbyterian worship in 
America during most of the nineteenth century.  Order of 
worship was largely governed by the reforms of the 
Directory of Worship formulated by the General Assembly 
in 1788.  It continued to be published on a regular basis with 
negligible alterations.   

 



 

 

 
However, by 1855, an influential publication, Eutaxia, by 
Charles W. Baird, criticized the chaotic state of Presbyterian 
liturgy in the mid-nineteenth century and recommended 
several liturgies from the Reformation for use.  Typical of Old 
School Presbyterians, he had kept in touch with these 
historical roots and exhorted a return to a worship that was 
done “decently and in order.” (in Greek: eutaxia)   
 
In the mid-nineteenth century the Presbyterian church in this 
country was in the midst of division between the New School 
of those who advocated a high degree of pietism, human 
choice and a drive for moral government (camp-meeting 
values); and the Old School, whose proponents insisted upon 
historic Presbyterian convictions of theology and polity and 
the salvation and edification of God’s people, regardless of 
nationality.  Most likely, New Castle Presbyterian was an Old 
School congregation, although the controversy was active in 
our presbytery.   
 
The hymnbook in use by our congregation in 1885 was The 

Presbyterian Hymnal published in 1874.  All our 
congregational music this morning is taken from that source, 
both the words and the tunes paired with them.   
 



 

 

Organs were in use both in the brownstone gothic sanctuary 
and in the Sunday School building (old Meeting House).  The 
Trustee minutes of 1868 read: 

1) Resolved that the heartfelt thanks of the Trustees are due, and are 
hereby expressed, to the Ladies of the congregation, who with 
energy and zeal have so pleasantly and promptly provided for the 
cost of an organ, and the trustees hope that the satisfaction 
produced by the sweet sounds may for many happy years be in 
some manner a recompense for their exertions. 

2) Resolved that Messrs Ferris, Lesley and Lane are hereby authorized 
to enter into a contract with Messrs Stanbridge Bros. of 
Philadelphia, for the erection of a suitable organ, the cost of which 
shall not exceed eighteen hundred dollars, and they are further 
authorized to receive and apply such funds as have been and may 
be raised by the Ladies for this purpose. 

 
The Lord’s Supper was celebrated quarterly during the 
ministry of Rev. Spotswood.  Records of our Presbytery 
indicate that as early as 1835, a new line of “pure and 
unadulterated wines” were recommended to all its churches 
and they were advised to “use only such wines for sacramental 
purposes in view of the well-ascertained fact that wines in 
common use in this country are mixtures of alcohol, log wood 
of lead and other poisonous ingredients.”  Also, that churches 
and their members “henceforth abstain from the use of wine 
except for medicinal and sacramental purpose and also from 
all other intoxicating drinks.” 
 



 

 

The Sacrament of Baptism this morning is celebrated 
according to prayer forms from the 1788 Directory and 
recommendations from Eutaxia. The baptismal font given by 
the Couper family for use in the brownstone gothic sanctuary 
(now in our narthex), is too heavy to move to the front of our 
worship space this morning!  However, the pulpit chairs from 
that edifice are present today.
