Mission & Outreach Activities

A young seafarer from Guatemala arrived one winter day at the Port of
Wilmington, having spent weeks aboard a ship. Cold and lacking a heavy
coat, he turned to the Seamen’s Center of Wilmington, one of the causes
supported by the New Castle Presbyterian Church’s Mission and Outreach
efforts.

Inside the center, the man was greeted with stacks of Christmas gifts and
was asked if he needed a coat. He smiled broadly and said: “Only in
America.”

Seafarers like him deliver the food, fuel and other goods that America
imports from around the globe. Crews work long hours isolated at sea,
away from families. Some work for little money as they lack the language
skills to negotiate proper working conditions and pay.

To provide comfort during their brief port stops, the Seamen’s Centers
ministries works in 300 ports around the world. Inside the Wilmington
center, open since 1990, visitors can make phone calls, emails or, like the
young man from Guatemala, get a warm coat on a cold day.
