Palsy which rendered him a shell prior to his death.
I’m witnessing first hand exactly what it can do to a person. My mother, Allene, has PSP.

PSP affects the nerve cells that control walking, balance, mobility, vision, speech and
swallowing. Of every 100,000 people in the population, five or six people develop PSP. There is
no known cause, treatment or cure.

To raise public awareness about this horrible disease, this summer I am planning to walk from
my home in Kentucky to my mother’s residence in New Jersey - a distance of roughly 700 miles.
My home church is Springdale Presbyterian in Louisville; I ask for your church’s support as I
walk through your area around July 22-23. I would appreciate the opportunity to speak about
PSP and my personal journey during your Minute for Missions.

Other assistance would also be very much appreciated such as overnight accommodations and
meals (either in a home or in the church). I would also welcome church members to accompany
me on my walk whatever the distance. '

My goal for this whole trip is increased awareness and knowledge about this disease. If people
ask to provide financial support, I can refer them to the national CurePSP organization which
does accept donations.

Please keep my mother and me in your prayers as we make our way through these challenges,
both chosen and thrust upon us. I look forward to the opportunity of meeting you and your
congregation.
