All of us are challenged to prayerfully 
consider our pledge for 2010.  We are challenged to think beyond whether to give 
another dollar per week or what percent we will increase our pledge over last year.  
We are challenged to first  examine what we are now giving in light of what the 
church gives to us and then consider  what would be our most generous gift for 
2010. We cannot adopt the philosophy of someone else will do it! 
 
 Thank you friends.  We are all so much of a blessing to each other.  May each 
of us feel Christ’s presence in our lives and respond accordingly.
